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1.  introduction
This document is provided to Authors for preparing of the Abstract to the FBAS 2022. The abstract is encouraged to include (but not limited to) the following components, they are: title, author information, introduction, materials and methods, results, summary and references. The abstract is written in English and should be 2 ~ 4 pages in length with A4 pages. The recommended font is Times New Roman with fully justified and single line spacing.
2. Materials and methods
These guidelines include complete descriptions of the headings, fonts, equations, figures, tables, and related information for writing your long abstract. 

2.1 Headings

Headings should be used no more than two levels. First-level headings are centered and numbered with one Arabic number followed by a dot, bold. Second-level headings are left aligned and numbered with two Arabic number separated by a dot, italics, bold. 

2.2 Fonts

A complete formatting style guide is available in 2.5 Tables (Table 1), including fonts and alignment.

2.3 Equations

Equations should be numbered consecutively. The equation number is to be placed at the right side as shown in Eq. (1).

where t – time [s], A – cross-sectional area of discharge unit [m2], Q – water discharge for the cross section [m3/s], q – water discharge from the side [m2/s].

2.4 Figures

Figures should be of good quality, fonts large enough to be readable. Captions should be in 9pt, centered font, numbered with Arabic numbers, as shown in Fig.1. For charts, axis labels are clearly readable; for maps, north arrow, scale bar and geographic grid are added. No more than four figures.

2.5 Tables
